A total of 53 tables have been compiled in and the data contained in this abstract are
classified into 10 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administrative Organization,
Agriculture, Forestry, Fishery and Livestock, Mining, Industry Commerce and
Village Reconstruction, Finance, Banking, Transportation and Communications,
Education and Culture, Health, Environment Protection, Social Welfare. Besides the
analysis in the preceding chapter we also increase simple explanation and statistical
chart before various statistical tables to develop users' realization.

. The measure units used in this abstract are of metric system, but those units applied in
the summary, which can not convert to metric system, are remarked respectively.
